5/3: (#9) Generate a list of interview questions and set up your interview. Prepare Journal Collection #4 (journal4) to hand in tomorrow.
5/2: (#8) Read "Ten Tips for a Better Interview." Leave some evidence in your journal.
5/1: (#7) Revise your poem, paste or staple a copy of the revision in your journal and consider submitting it to The Wayfarer (Submission counts as an extra journal entry.)  Or free choice.

Week of 4/24

4/27: (#6) Free choice.
4/25: (#5) Make a list of ten possible topics/questions for your feature article.
4/24: (#4) Revise your poem. Share a copy of your poem with me and staple or paste a copy in your journal.  Write "Ruthless" on the top of the page if you're up for more radical revision ideas for the poem.

Week of 4/17

4/21: Bring 4 copies of your poem to class Monday for revision groups.
4/20: (#3) Look at lineation (Lineation.doc) and try at least five different ways to break the lines and vary the layout in your poems.  Bring five copies of your poem in the shape you think works best to share in class Tuesday.
4/17: (#2) Type up a poem you wrote this semester. Bring a copy to class Thursday.

4/4: (#1) Set five writing goals for the second quarter.  They may be a combination of old goals, revised goals and/or new goals. Share them with me at jpowers@er9.org.

Criteria For Journal Grades
The following are descriptions of the criteria for grading the journals.  I am looking for thinking, creativity, effort and growth.  The journal assignment is designed to develop skill, confidence and ability to reflect through writing on a regular basis.  My goal is for each writer to take control of her own writing, finding her own topics and assigning herself her own writing and rewriting.

All journals should show evidence of having shared work at least once with a classmate or a conference with the Writing Assistant.  The evidence could be written comments on the paper(s) or a summary of the conference.

A - A very well-organized 9 X 7 journal of dated and numbered entries ranging from one page to five.  20% more than the required one entry per class session (35 for the quarter).  The writer has made the journal his own.  Many entries go beyond the assignments - asking new questions, finding new answers, playing with the content or form or writing additional drafts.  The writer takes risks, demonstrates thinking, shows substantial improvement (or maintains a high standard.)  The journal has many written comments from a classmate or other reader that demonstrate thoughtful reading.  Journals entries are ready on the day they are assigned and journals are handed in on the day they are due.

B - A well-organized 9 X 7 journal with at least one dated and numbered entry for each class (28 for the quarter) ranging from one to three pages.  All assigned entries are completed.  Entries ask questions, persist in trying to find answers.  Some entries go beyond the class work and assignments and show clear improvement.  The journal has some written comments from a classmate or other reader that demonstrate careful reading.  Journals entries are ready on the day they are assigned and journals are handed in on the day they are due.

C - A fairly well organized journal in which most entries are dated, numbered and fairly long and show a persistent attempt to fulfill the assignment and work toward her goals.  Missing 10% or fewer (25 for the quarter), but show some improvement.  Most assigned entries are completed, but few go beyond the class assignments.  The journal has a few written comments from a classmate or other reader.  Journals entries are usually ready on the day they are assigned.  Journals are handed in close to the day they are due.

D - The journal is inconsistently organized and entries are short or missing 10% to 20% (21 to 24 for the quarter).  Many assigned entries are missing.  Most entries are diary entries or written quickly without elaboration.  The writer appears to be going through the motions, shows no improvement and is not in the habit of writing regularly.  The journal has only one short written comment from a classmate or other reader.  Journals entries are usually ready on the day they are assigned and journals are handed in three or more days after they are due.

F - The journal is disorganized and missing more than 20% of the entries (20 or less for the quarter).  Entries show little or no effort.  The journal has no written comments from a classmate or other reader.  Journals entries are not read on the day they are assigned and journals are handed in more than five days after they are due.
