Book Groups Unit
English

Unit Assignment:  Over the next two weeks each of you will read a book* with a book group.  The class format and expectations will be similar to The Body unit except we will be in groups reading different books.  The unit will culminate with a Creative Response that illustrates a major point of your book. Information about the reading groups, class and homework expectations, book talks, reading goals and assessment are listed below.

* Due to the differences in length and difficulty of the different books, the Fault in Our Stars group may read a second John Green book, it’s a equivalent or some related short stories or other related readings.
Book Groups: You will meet in the book groups below to discuss the readings.  Students will be expected to read approximately 12-15 pages per night (depending on the length and difficulty of the book), keep a journal of Notice and Note Lessons and highlighted text, respond to writing in-class prompts and participate in the groups by sharing quotes, observations, predictions, connections, theories, etc.   Journals/Texts will be collected approximately every two weeks.

Developing Reading Skills: The major goal of the unit is for you to develop your reading skills in order to become more active, sophisticated readers and to learn to read more difficult, sophisticated texts.  At the beginning of the unit you will set three reading goals for yourself.  At the end of the unit you will assess your progress toward these three goals
Assessment: Grades will be based on daily homework preparation, participation in the groups, participation in full class discussions, journal/text collections and the letter of recommendation.  (The expectations and grading criteria will be similar to The Jell-O Brigade unit except that unproductive class periods will earn an F.) 

Response: In addition to your daily reading, book group participation and homework grades, you must develop a creative response that illustrates an important theme of your book.

Directions: Create your own response to your novel. Use the rubric on the back page to create your own original response to the book that vividly presents some essential theme of the story. A one-page explanatory or introductory essay must accompany your Creative Response. The Creative Response should be well crafted and may take one of the forms below or any other creative form. Be surprising
