Answer the following in complete sentences and in paragraph form.  All exams must be typed.  Attach the pages to this sheet.  Your answers will be evaluated on your insight and your supporting examples.   Due on June 11 at the end of the senior exam period.

I. Write a letter, a speech, a script or a conversation to an imaginary freshman (or yourself as a freshman).  Pretend that the freshman would actually listen and act upon your advice.  Tell him or her how you have grown in your four years at Barlow and offer advice about the most important lessons you learned.  Include "life knowledge" as well as "school knowledge".  Give examples from your life. (Should be at least one typed page 1.5 spacing.) Consider the following questions as you write. (50 pts.)


• What can you do now that you couldn't do four years ago?


• What skill or piece of knowledge are you proudest of?


• What is the most important thing you learned about yourself or the world?

II.  In a letter to me (your teacher, Jack Powers) tell me what you would like to be able to do four years from now.  What have you learned here at Barlow that will help you reach that goal? (Should be at least ½ typed page 1.5 spacing.) (20 pts.)


• What skills would you like to have or be working toward?


• What job would you like to have or be working toward?


• What personal skills would you have developed?


• What would you have done to acquire these skills or job?


• What did you learn at Barlow that you will use?

III. Evaluate the mainstream and Special Education program here at Barlow. (Should be at least ½ typed page 1.5 spacing.) (30 pts.)

• What worked the worst?


• What is the best school experience you had at Barlow?
